pounds of hamburger, 2 pounds of pork sausage, and 6 pounds of assorted chops, steaks, or roasts)  -  $1,695 
   ____#5  6-Month “TASTE OF CT” Share  (6 monthly distributions of 1 pt maple syrup, 1 lb of honey, 1 lb farmstead cheese, 2 

jars preserves, 1 doz free-range eggs, 2 pints farmstead yogurt, ½ gallon black currant juice all from local CT farms)  -  $425
